art, advertising, exhibitions and architecture.

1991-2022 Executive Director of the Federation of Jewish Communities in the Czech
Republic, dealt in particular with restitution of Jewish property and compensation for
Holocaust and Nazi victims, both at high domestic and international political levels,
as well as with legal and organization issues.

Since 1990s teaching at the New York University and at other education programs in Prague.

Author: since the 1970s writing articles and reviews to various music magazines, regularly
contributing to the monthly Jewish magazine Rosh Chodesh and other newspapers and
magazines; regular commentator and guest in Czech TV, Czech Radio and other broadcasting
stations.
